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DEVELOPMENT OF DISTANCE EDUCATION IN UKRAINE

Summary. Computerized distance education has been introduced in Ukraine for more than twenty
years now and developed quickly due to the necessity to organize the learning process online during
the COVID-19 pandemic and wartime. The use of new technologies and the efforts of the governmental
and educational institutions contributed to the fast-evolving distance learning in Ukraine.

The paper emphasizes that despite a significant number of works studying remote learning in
Ukraine, the history and development of distance education have not been covered in pedagogical
literature. It has been attempted in this work to study the main stages of distance education history
in Ukraine.

As the first type of remote teaching, we regard learning by correspondence, which developed since
the end of the 19" century due to the development of regular mail and for many people was the only
opportunity to get a degree. In the 20th century, every university organized a special correspondence
department in an attempt to combine correspondence and face-to-face education. The official start
of distance learning in Ukraine was at the beginning of the 21*' century when the distance learning
experiment was launched in several universities in big cities, regulated by several presidential
and governmental decrees.

However, it has been noted in the paper that our country currently lacks a single coordination
centre for the implementation of the state policy in distance education development and consequently
caused certain mistrust in the society towards this form of studying due to some technological
limitations, lack of adequate infrastructure and experienced specialists, ready-made computer
programs and materials.

Nevertheless, distance learning difficulties have only stimulated students to become independent
learners and facilitated a dialogue between all sides of the educational process. The work has
attempted to analyze the historical experience of distance education and suggested ways for further
effective improvement in the national educational system.

Introduction. Distance education is an open
learning system that involves active communi-
cation between teachers and students via modern
Internet technologies and multimedia. Distance
education has been implemented in Ukraine for
more than twenty years, although the history of
its development began long before the introduc-
tion of computer technologies in the educational
process. The rapid development of distance learn-
ing in recent years was triggered by the COVID-
19 pandemic, and later by the war, which made it
impossible to provide lessons in real classrooms.
The implementation of new technologies and
the efforts of the government and educational

institutions contributed to the active development
of distance education in the country.

Analysis of recent publications. The issues
of distance learning were studied in the works of
many Ukrainian scientists and practising teach-
ers. The development of distance education is
outlined in the works of N. Andryushhenko,
Yu. Bogachkov, V. Kukharenko, O. Kirilenko,
V. Svyridyuk and others. Theoretical, practical
and social aspects of distance learning in Ukraine
are highlighted in the works of P. Dmytrenko,
V. Kuharenko, N. Protasova, S. Sazonov, and
O. Samoilenko. Separate aspects of remote
training of future specialists were considered
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by L. Voloshinova, P. Yefimenko, N. Loginova,
O. Marushchak and others. V. Bondarenko,
Yu. Nosenko, Yu. Zaporozhchenko explore the
possibilities of modern information and commu-
nication technologies application in accessibility
and development of education. The implementa-
tion of distance education as a new pedagogical
technology is investigated by V. Bykov, O. Zaryt-
ska, O. Kolesnikov, V. Ljubchak, V. Gogun-
skyi, Yu. Opanasyuk, O. Vasyuk, T. Skumina,
M. Karpenko,

Despite a significant number of works stud-
ying various questions of remote learning, the
history and development of distance education
in Ukraine have not been sufficiently covered in
pedagogical literature yet.

The purpose of the article. The purpose of the
article is to study the historical and pedagogical
aspects of distance education history in Ukraine;
the reasons for its slow development and sudden
transition to rapid popularization; the implemen-
tation of distance learning platforms and the cre-
ation of conditions for successful online learning.

Presentation of the main material. At the end
of the 19th century, the first type of remote teach-
ing appeared, which was called correspondence
training, when students could send their writ-
ten work to a teacher, and receive the teacher's
comments and new assignments by mail. These
changes were possible due to the development
of regular mail and were greatly appreciated by
those who lived far from large cities and could
not study in real institutions. For many people at
that time, it was the only opportunity to get a seri-
ous education.

Later, correspondence education was devel-
oped as a special department at universities and
attempted to improve the quality of distance
teaching. It was an experiment in combining cor-
respondence and face-to-face education.

In 2004 the Ministry of Education and Sci-
ence of Ukraine introduced distance learning,
which is considered the official start of distance
learning in Ukraine. The remote form of edu-
cation in Ukraine began to be implemented in
2002, when the distance learning experiment was
launched in several universities in Kyiv, Kharkiv,
Khmelnytskyi, Sumy, Poltava, and other big cit-
ies (Concept of distance education development
in Ukraine, 2000; Organization of the Ukrainian
Distance Education Centers, 2000).

The implementation of distance education
in Ukraine is regulated by several documents:
Concept of Development of Distance Education
in Ukraine (2000), Decree of the Ministry of

Education and Science of Ukraine on approval
of the regulation on distance learning (2013),
National Computerization Program (2022) and
others. The organizational structure of the dis-
tance education system of Ukraine at different
times included the Council for Monitoring the
Development of Distance Education under the
Cabinet on Ministers of Ukraine, the Coordi-
nation Council of the Ministry of Education
and Culture of Ukraine for Distance Education,
Ukrainian Distance Education Centre based on
the Kyiv Polytechnic Institute, regional cen-
tres in Kharkiv, Lviv, Odesa, Dnipro, Khmel-
nytskyi (Artemenko, 2012; Bogachkov, 2014;
Ljubchak, 2009).

Currently, the issues of organization and imple-
mentation of distance education have been han-
dled by the Department of Higher Education at
the Ministry of Education and Culture of Ukraine,
the Ukrainian Institute of Information Technol-
ogies in Education, and the structural divisions
of some universities. However, our country cur-
rently lacks a single coordination centre for the
implementation of the state policy in the devel-
opment of distance education. This is caused by
the fact that scientists and practical teachers still
do not have a clear idea about distance learning,
common concepts and standards. As a result, we
can observe different approaches to its organiza-
tion in educational institutions. Sometimes, this
brings a low level of teaching and causes certain
mistrust in the society towards the distance form
of education (Hrynevych, 2020). There is still
not even a unified approach to the terminology
related to different forms of distance education
and we can come across distance learning, which
means the acquisition of knowledge via the Inter-
net, computers, television, radio, etc.; distance
teaching as a cooperative work of a teacher and
a student without direct contacts between them;
network teaching, which identifies teaching by
the Internet and others.

In our opinion, distance education is the most
exact name for the process of remote teaching
and learning, which denotes a synthetic, integral
form of education, based on the use of a variety
of traditional and new possibilities of informa-
tion technologies suitable for delivering educa-
tional material, independent study, organized as
an exchange between a teacher and a student, and
when the learning process is not limited in space
and time and does not involve the constant, man-
datory presence in a specific educational insti-
tution (Getta et al., 2017, p. 12). Distance edu-
cation technologies require highly qualified and
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motivated professionals, who can organize the
teaching process using computer technologies.

The development of distance education in
Ukraine began much later than in the countries
of Western Europe. It has been slow at first for
various reasons. Among them, we should men-
tion technological limitations at the beginning
as well as not all teachers and learners having
access to computers, the Internet and various
technical means, which became an obstacle to
the widespread distance learning. The lack of
adequate infrastructure for distance education is
also hindered. An insufficient number of special-
ists, computer classes and computer programs in
educational institutions made it difficult to imple-
ment distance learning (Vlasenko at al., 2019).

Cultural and psychological factors of the tradi-
tional education system, demanding the teachers
and students to be present in the classroom, hin-
dered the perception of distance learning, espe-
cially among the older generation of teachers and
parents. In addition, insufficient financial support
from the state and insufficient investment in the
distance education infrastructure slowed down its
development.

However, in recent years, Ukraine has taken
significant steps towards the development of dis-
tance education, especially during the COVID-
19 pandemic, and wartime, when distance
learning became a necessity and often the only
possible way of learning. The use of new tech-
nologies and the efforts of the government and
educational institutions contributed to the active
development of distance education in the coun-
try (Kukharenko, 2020).

The principles of distance education include
various pedagogical approaches that contribute
to effective learning and knowledge acquisi-
tion in a distance format. The main pedagog-
ical principles of distance education include
active interaction between the teacher and stu-
dents. This may include electronic platforms to
share information, forums for topic discussions,
video conferences, etc. Teachers should struc-
ture learning materials for an online format and
make them easily accessible for students. This
can include the creation of online courses, video
lessons, interactive tasks and tests. Distance
education promotes the development of stu-
dents’ independence and self-regulation skills.
They learn to plan their time, set priorities and
acquire knowledge independently. Teachers
should provide a system of evaluation and feed-
back for students. This may include assessments
in the form of online tests, essays, projects, etc.

Adequate technological support is necessary for
successful distance education. Teachers and stu-
dents must have access to the necessary com-
puter programs for learning and communication
(Opanasyuk, 2016).

The effective online educational process is
possible on several basic requirements: providing
access to the technical infrastructure, (computers,
the Internet and the necessary software for teach-
ers and students); ensuring technical support for
teachers and students who may encounter tech-
nical problems; preparing teachers and providing
them with the necessary training materials for
teaching in a remote format; creating interactive
learning tools such as video lessons, webinars,
interactive tasks and discussion forums; develop-
ing effective assessment methods, such as online
tests, assignments and projects and providing
regular feedback to identify the students’ prob-
lems and needs; supporting social and emotional
well-being and creating opportunities for online
interaction, organizing online consultations and
psychological support; ensuring curriculum rel-
evance to the needs of students in a remote for-
mat; developing accessible self-study materials
(Bogachkov, 2014).

On the whole, effective distance education
requires the implementation of an integrated
approach taking into account technical, pedagog-
ical and social aspects. It is important to ensure
proper organization, interaction and support for
students and teachers in a virtual learning envi-
ronment.

For the organization of successful learning
in remote format, several distance platforms
are used, such as Google Classroom, Moodle,
Edmodo, My class (Mij klas), Classdojo, etc.
which can be considered the most successful.
These platforms allow educators and students
to communicate effectively, provide and receive
learning materials, and complete and assess
assignments. They have become indispensable
tools for distance learning and the organization
of the educational process (Bogachkov, 2014;
Getta, 2017).

Conclusions. It should be noted that the
development of distance education in Ukraine
began much later than in the countries of West-
ern Europe and at first was conducted very slowly
for many reasons, in particular, due to the per-
ception of distance education only as a compet-
itive to classical traditional education. However,
pandemic restrictions related to COVID-19 and
later the war made adjustments to the attitude
to remote ways of learning in Ukraine. Forced
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distance learning has become a challenge for all
participants in the educational process. It turned
out not to be easy to organize high-quality edu-
cation using digital technologies, to inspire and
motivate students, solve technical problems. The
difficulty of distance learning was not only stim-
ulating students to work independently but also

became the possibility of developing a dialogue
that permitted to implementation of a wide vari-
ety of proposals and innovations. It is important
to analyze the historical experience of distance
learning technologies in our country for their fur-
ther improvement and effective implementation
in the educational process.

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FUNDAMENTAL VALUES OF THE EUROPEAN HIGHER EDUCATION SPACE

Summary. The article highlights the issue of reforming modern Ukrainian education through
the intensification of international cooperation, development of academic mobility and active use
of foreign partners’ experience. The aim of the acticle is to identify the role of European values in
the process of improving the quality of future teachers’training in Ukraine. A comprehensive analysis
of the national and foreign research on the popularization of European values has been provided.
A general description of the process of implementation of the European Union Erasmus+ program,
Jean Monnet Module "Strengthening the EU common values through the policy of multilingualism
in the education and training of future teachers" has been presented. The authors describe the main
stages of the project s implementation into the educational process of Bogdan Khmelnitsky Melitopol
State Pedagogical University. The general scheme of the course has been fully described; the main
competencies that students should demonstrate at the end of the course have been formulated. One
of the project’s cycles, namely the training course, which includes theoretical and practical parts,
the specifics of the course as well as the main learning outcomes have been described. It is emphasized
that the participation of higher education institutions of Ukraine in the international projects helps to
prepare a highly qualified and competitive specialist for an active professional life in the European
democratic society. The authors conclude that the approximation of Ukrainian education to European
standards, systematic popularization of European values and their implementation in the educational
process allow Ukrainian higher education to overcome the barriers that arise on the path of Ukraine's
integration into the European educational space.

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FEATURES OF THE DEVELOPMENT OF THE SENSORY
OF PRESCHOOLERS ACCORDING TO THE M. MONTESSORI SYSTEM

Summary. The article reveals the essence of concepts that characterize the pedagogical system
of the famous pedagogue Maria Montessori in the process of organizing educational activities
with preschool children. The scientific and methodical literature on the problems of sensory
development of the child, the importance of creating a special didactic environment was analyzed.
An analysis of the main tasks of pedagogues in working with preschoolers was carried out. Important
educational problems have been identified in accordance with the requirements of the Basic
Program for the Development of Preschool Children. In the study, attention is focused on the study
and practical application of the best experience of foreign and domestic researchers. For discussion,
the use of didactic exercises with buttons developed according to M. Montessori's method is
presented. Attention is drawn to debatable points in ways of educating such a quality of character
as independence. The main techniques, methods of organizing activities with sensory material are
characterized, which teaches to differentiate size, color, structure, quantity, promotes encouragement
to creative tasks. In the study, exercises are recommended for individual and group work with
children and parents. Sensory games and creative tasks with didactic material in accordance with
the rules of activity with pupils, when the initiative for creativity and the possibility of independent
thinking are not competitive, have a developmental function. The authors of the article raise the issue
of training pedagogues and parents in the process of organizing productive educational interaction,
generalization of children's knowledge. The main didactic techniques of effective use of the available
didactic material, which was used according to the system of sensory exercises, are summarized.
M. Montessori’s technology is presented in terms of content and functionality as accessible for wide
use, which makes it popular for wide use in the conditions of IPE and home education. The article
presents the prospect of further popularization of the ideas of this pedagogical system in educational
practice to meet the social demands of parents of pupils in the qualitative organization of the process
of mental development of the child, taking into account the latest knowledge in psychology, pedagogy,
and physiology. The ways of self-development of pedagogues and parents of pupils in the process
of mastering the method of using the pedagogical technology of M. Montessori have been determined.

UDL-based assessment
strategies are discussed as transformative solutions to address the construct-irrelevant barriers in ESP
courses, especially in reading and listening comprehension. The article emphasizes the importance
of understanding the cognitive processes underlying comprehension and information processing.
The article suggests a comprehensive and universal assessment strategy that includes the analysis
of construct-irrelevant factors, the utilization of diverse assessment formats, and the design
of assignments that evaluate a range of comprehension strategies. Practical examples, including
the Directed Reading-Thinking Activity (DRTA), Gist Statements, and Open Mind Diagram, are
provided to demonstrate how UDL principles can be applied effectively in ESP courses. By embracing
UDL-based assessment strategies, educators can create a more inclusive and equitable learning
environment that accommodates the cognitive diversity and abilities of all students. This approach
not only improves assessment accuracy but also empowers learners to better demonstrate their true
understanding of course materials. Ultimately, the article underscores the importance of evolving
assessment practices to align with modern educational goals and foster meaningful learning
experiences for diverse student populations.

Introduction. According to the challenges of
the time, higher education is constantly trans-
forming, thus, innovative concepts and method-
ologies are being integrated into the Ukrainian
educational space. Universal Design for Learn-
ing (UDL) is a powerful and promising pedagog-
ical approach that promotes inclusive education,
allowing teachers to address the diverse needs of
students and provide appropriate strategies and
tools for learning. Every individual is unique, and
diversity is the norm of contemporary societal
behavior, reflecting a variety of cultures, ideas,
and expectations.

The core idea of the UDL approach is to create
an inclusive educational environment by using
flexible multiple digital educational tools to pres-
ent materials, engage students in the learning
process, and provide opportunities for self-ex-
pression (Meyer et al., 2014). The relevance of
the Universal Design for Learning (UDL) con-
cept is driven by the implementation of global

educational initiatives such as inclusivity and
sustainable development goals. Moreover, UDL
contributes to enhancing digital educational com-
petency for both teachers and students.

However, the implementation of the concept
poses certain challenges for educators, especially
those related to assessment, as UDL requires
consideration of the diverse needs and capabili-
ties of students. Traditional assessment methods
may not align with UDL principles. For instance,
standard timed tests or formal responses to ques-
tions may not be suitable for students with var-
ying needs. Educators need to reconsider these
methods and develop alternatives. When ana-
lyzing learning outcomes, the focus should shift
towards the learning process and understanding
how students learn. This necessitates a change
in assessment methods, including evaluating
the learning process, such as through portfolios,
observations, or reflections. Inclusive assessment
within the framework of UDL requires additional
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resources and infrastructure, such as adapted test-
ing environments or technical tools for students
with special needs, creating financial and organ-
izational challenges for schools and educational
institutions. Therefore, it is necessary to imple-
ment modern assessment strategies that will sup-
port students’ diversity and provide teachers with
fair results.

Analysis of recent publications. Since the
early 2000s, the role of students’ engagement
in the learning process has gained a lot of aca-
demic attention since there is a direct correlation
between students’ academic achievements and
their engagement in learning (Finn & Zimmer,
2012). The concept of engagement is reflected
through emotional, cognitive, and behavioral
constituents. The efficient combination of them
is reflected in the Universal Design for Learning
(UDL) approach which is aimed at improving and
optimizing teaching and learning for all learners
by providing equal chances to succeed, offering
flexibility in interaction with educational materi-
als and self-expression, making teaching relevant
to sustain motivation. The scientific background
of the approach is nested in research in cognitive
neuroscience that impacts the design of flexible
learning environments adjusted to individual
learning differences (Meyer et al.,2014). The
approach is based on three key types of neurolog-
ical networks that stimulate learning:

— affective network (incoming informa-
tion affects intrinsic motivation, emotions, and
self-regulation to launch the learning process);

— recognition network (selection and interpre-
tation of the information, meaning construction);

— strategic network (responses, communica-
tion, and actions to plan the individual learning
trajectory).

The UDL approach was designed to recognize
and eliminate learning barriers with the following
application of educational practices that tolerate
learners’ diversity by providing flexible educa-
tional strategies, accessible materials, and assess-
ments. The flexibility is built through UDL prin-
ciples aligned to three networks: multiple means
of engagement, multiple means of representation,
and multiple means of action and expression
(Rogers-Shaw et al., 2017).

The transformation of traditional assessment
to inclusive, accessible, sociocultural, and soci-
ocognitive has been realized under the influence
of the UDL framework. The concept of accessi-
bility for assessment was studied by Katranci and
Melanlioglu (2022) and researchers claim that an
educational product (i.e. a test, an instruction) is

accessible when it eliminates barriers and can be
equally used by diverse students. Meyer, Rose,
and Gordon (2014) developed criteria for effi-
cient UDL assessment: it should be ongoing and
flexible with a focus on the learner’s progress;
measure a product as well as progress; demon-
strate construct relevance; sustain engagement.
Researchers also claim that flexible and custom-
izable assessments intensify their relevance for
students, thus, increasing motivation and persis-
tence levels.

In order to implement UDL-based assessment
in a proper way and provide the highest level of
universality, teachers should keep in mind its
specific features outlined by researchers (Abell,
Jung & Taylor, 2011; Capp, 2017): elimination
of barriers to engagement and expression (inclu-
siveness, authenticity, accessibility, relevance
and reduced anxiety); activation of previous
knowledge; focus on weaknesses and uncertain-
ties in assignment instructions, not on students’
personal weakness; interactive and multimodal
design of assessment; anticipation of learner var-
iability; tolerance to mistakes and orientation on
success; prioritizing of formative assessment;
critical feedback. Thoughtful assessment design
and implementation are crucial for effective
teaching and learning, and universal design for
learning equip educators with a framework and
tools for accomplishing it.

The purpose of the study is to present UDL-
based formative assessment strategies imple-
mented in ESP course.

Presentation of the main material. The
necessity to assess academic achievement is an
integral part of an educational process but may
cause uncertainty or barriers for many students.
Academic standards and tests are restricted,
yet there are flexible, inclusive, and alternative
educational approaches to their transformation
and adaptation that make learning more engag-
ing and meaningful for all students. The greater
the variability of assessment practices, the more
reasonable and objective the assessment is for
all students. The key challenges are to identify
assessment barriers and find practices that elimi-
nate those barriers.

Traditional assessment practices are aligned
only with academic standards and do not corre-
spond to the needs of all students because it is
considered a standard to measure human poten-
tial concerning statistical averages. Educators
have been creating instructions and assessments
for an “average student” using standardized
sets of activities, sets of tools, and assessment
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criteria. Students do not even have alternatives
to demonstrate what they know. It creates a
validity concern of such practices that can be
solved by the integration of UDL-based assess-
ment that responds to the validity concern by
designing tools that equitably assess all students
despite their variable characteristics. Another
issue of standardized testing is that its con-
tent does not always correspond to the domain
or construct that was intended to be assessed.
Such assessment is regarded as construct-irrele-
vant (Li, 2013) and causes barriers for students.
Construct-irrelevant barriers might be a require-
ment to read fluently, time management, cogni-
tive characteristics, and biased oral or written
instructions. In order to minimize those barriers
and reduce the level of subjectivity, it is critical
to design tasks understandable for all students,
so all students could comprehend the instruc-
tion, choose options for knowledge demonstra-
tion and be in equal time and effort conditions.
The elimination of construct-irrelevant barriers
in combination with the application of multiple
means for students’ engagement in the assess-
ment process reduces the main barrier of assess-
ment anxiety and gives educators more accurate
results of what learners actually learned and
what they struggle with in terms of an exact con-
struct (knowledge, skill or ability). Thus, effec-
tive UDL-based assessments should be flexible,
construct-relevant, engaging, focused on the
learner’s progress, and measure both product
and process (Tai et al., 2021).

In terms of reading and listening compre-
hension in ESP course, understanding the con-
struct relevance of this skill is important for
developing assessments that accurately measure
these constructs in a given context and promote
inclusive assessment practices. For example, a
teacher assigns a reading comprehension task
that involves reading a complex technical arti-
cle on a topic related to engineering. However,
the assessment includes questions that are not
directly related to the content of the article or
questions that require knowledge of idiomatic
expressions that are not relevant to the con-
tent of the article. Such types of questions are
regarded as construct-irrelevant because they do
not measure the intended construct of reading
comprehension. Instead, they examine unrelated
constructs like general knowledge, cultural back-
ground, or language competency, which may dis-
advantage some students and produce unreliable
assessment findings. The accuracy and fairness
of assessments may be achieved by removing

construct-irrelevant barriers and concentrating
on measures that precisely assess the targeted
construct of reading or listening comprehension.
Moreover, such strategy allows teachers to meet
the different needs of their students.

An efficient construct relevance analysis for
foreign language comprehension assessment
requires understanding of the processes of infor-
mation processing and comprehension itself.
Kintsch's (2005) Construction-Integration model
provides us with necessary knowledge. Accord-
ing to this model, comprehension involves two
processes: construction and integration. Creating
a mental image of the message is referred to as
construction. While reading or listening we infer
meaning from the text using our prior knowl-
edge and experiences. This procedure entails
identifying important concepts and ideas, relat-
ing them to what is already known, and building
a mental model of the text. Integration refers to
the process of integrating the constructed men-
tal representation with our existing knowledge.
This process involves resolving inconsistencies
and contradictions between the new text and our
existing knowledge, and updating our mental
model accordingly. The Construction-Integra-
tion paradigm also highlights how crucial work-
ing memory and attention are to comprehension.
The concept proposes that working memory is
required to hold and manipulate information dur-
ing the building and integration processes, while
attention is required to selectively focus on perti-
nent information in the text. The UDL approach
accepts Construction-Integration model ideas
and expands them by adding such checkpoints as
highlighting patterns, critical features, big ideas,
and relationships; guiding information process-
ing and visualization; maximizing transfer and
generalization (CAST, 2020). These additional
points reflect the objective of modern education
which is not to simply provide access to informa-
tion, but rather teach students how to transform
the accessible information into useful knowledge.
Such transformation is important for future pro-
fessional decision-making processes, therefore,
the issue of comprehension level is still topical
for students of universities. Hence, the develop-
ment of information processing skills (new infor-
mation integration, strategic selection and cate-
gorization, active memorization) contributes to
the comprehension skills mastering.

Traditional ESP assessment assignments are
often multi focused and cognitively overloaded.
Students have to listen to the text and simultane-
ously choose correct words, or complete a table.
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It makes comprehension cognitively inaccessi-
ble when it necessitates the ability to choose and
prioritize among numerous components or con-
cepts and there are no alternatives for students
with varying degrees of that ability. All students
differ in their abilities to process information
and access to prior knowledge to assimilate new
information. We consider that the most neglected
differentiation criterion is cognitive diversity
which implies differences in information pro-
cessing and ways of solution searching. Avoiding
the acceptance of this diversity, creates more con-
struct irrelevant barriers. To convert information
into practical knowledge, it's important to teach
students how to utilize cognitive strategies and
skills of information processing and eliminate
barriers that prevent efficient cognitive processes.
One of the most effective ways to increase acces-
sibility of information is by giving clear indica-
tors or tips that help people focus on the most
important aspects and ignore the less important
ones. The cognitive strategies involve choosing
and manipulating information in ways that make
it easier to understand, organize, prioritize, put in
context, and remember. Therefore, well-designed
construct relevant materials can serve as person-
alized, scaffoldings learning tools to help stu-
dents with varying abilities use these strategies
effectively.

The analysis of our practical experience indi-
cates that guiding the information processing,
integrating information organizing tools, and
clarifying and separating instructions signifi-
cantly affect listening comprehension skills. It
means that construct-irrelevant factors such as
topic unawareness, narrow vocabulary, multitask-
ing, and cognitive overload influence test perfor-
mance and compromise the validity of tasks for
comprehension assessment. The results of the
study are in line with Rukthong’s study (2013)
which stated that the elimination of cognitive and
perception barriers enhances the ability to use
linguistic knowledge and inferencing skills while
information comprehension. The study highlights
the importance of considering these factors when
designing construct-relevant assessments of read-
ing and listening comprehension.

The existing methods for evaluating com-
prehension frequently place an increased focus
on the student's ability to respond to questions
about a text rather than the wider range of abil-
ities and knowledge needed for comprehension.
Our observations evidence that this restricted
focus may result in underestimation of cognitive
diversity, development of construct irrelevance,

incomplete and unfair assessments of reading or
listening comprehension and students' disabilities
to express their achievements. To address these
issues, we would suggest a more comprehensive
and universal strategy to assess comprehension.
This strategy involves construct-irrelevant fac-
tors analysis, application of a range of assess-
ment formats and designing of assignments for
evaluating a variety of comprehension strategies
so that students could demonstrate the full range
of their skills, including vocabulary, literal com-
prehension, infernal connections, critical com-
prehension, integration of new and background
knowledge, as well as metacognitive techniques
to monitor and regulate the process of compre-
hension. Overall, eliminating construct-irrele-
vant barriers in formative assessment can have a
positive impact on learners' reading and listening
comprehension in higher education ESP courses,
by allowing them to better demonstrate their true
understanding of the course material and receive
targeted feedback and support to improve in areas
where they may be struggling.

As an example of the strategies on reading com-
prehension training we would like to recommend
Directed Reading-Thinking Activity (DRTA),
Gist Statements and Open Mind Diagram. We
applied them while working on assignments for
reading comprehension. The results of assess-
ment demonstrate that these strategies improved
reading comprehension. DRTA strategy matches
UDL checkpoints such as highlight patterns, crit-
ical features, big ideas, and relationships, guide
information processing and visualization and
enhance capacity for monitoring progress. Before
reading, teachers encourage students to make
predictions about the text using the text features,
such as the title and any accompanying pictures.
As they read, students pause at specific sections
to reflect on what they have read, modify their
predictions based on evidence from the text, and
think about the information. An online graphic
organizer or mind mapping tool can be provided
to guide students through the DRTA process. The
organizer contains a space for the writing the first
prediction, for writing questions they might have
about the text, and finally for revising predictions.

Gist Statement reading comprehension tech-
nique is used to summarize a text's primary point
in a limited number of words assisting students
in understanding the distinction between a major
1dea and a summary. It supports such UDL check-
points as comprehension: highlight patterns,
critical features, big ideas, and relationships
and executive functions: support planning and
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strategy development. Having read a text, stu-
dents summarize the information and answer the
"Five W's and One H" regarding the text's content
(i.e., who, what, when, where, why, and how) and
share their Gist.

The Open Mind Diagram is a summariz-
ing technique where students visually represent
information on a topic by adding symbols, words,
quotes, or phrases. This strategy corresponds
such UDL checkpoints as: language and sym-
bols: illustrate through multiple media, physical
action: vary the methods for response and nav-
igation and executive functions: support plan-
ning and strategy development. A teacher sets the
parameters and expectations of the activity, such
as adding a certain number of images, symbols,
words or quotes. The activity is framed as a plan-
ning step before writing a summary or extended
response. Unlike other summarizing techniques,
the Open Mind Diagram is unique in that it
allows students to retain instructional content
by visually brainstorming representations. Tech-
nology, incorporated into the creation of Open
Mind Diagrams, mainly include online graphic
organizers and mind mapping tools. Additionally,
Open Mind Diagrams can be used as an alterna-
tive assessment method to traditional exams or
written responses. This allows students to fur-
ther research and add imagery to their diagrams,
providing a valuable input to demonstrate their
understanding of the topic.

Conclusions. In conclusion, the assessment of
academic achievement is an essential component

of education, but it often presents challenges
and barriers for students. UDL approach offers
a promising solution to these challenges. By
embracing UDL-based assessment strategies,
educators can create more flexible, inclusive,
and construct-relevant assessments that cater to
the individual differences in students' cognitive
processing, prior knowledge, and abilities. These
assessments aim to reduce cognitive overload,
enhance comprehension skills, and provide a
fair and accurate measure of what students have
truly learned. As demonstrated through practical
examples such as the Directed Reading-Thinking
Activity, Gist Statements, and Open Mind Dia-
gram, these strategies align with UDL principles
and can significantly enhance reading compre-
hension in ESP courses. By implementing these
techniques, educators can create a more inclu-
sive and effective learning environment that sup-
ports diverse learners in higher education. Future
studies in the field of inclusive assessment in
ESP courses may be expanded to gather students'
perspectives on UDL-based assessments. Under-
stand how these assessments impact their learn-
ing experiences, motivation, and self-efficacy.
In summary, the adoption of UDL-based form-
ative assessment strategies holds great potential
for transforming higher education in Ukraine
and beyond. These strategies not only improve
assessment accuracy but also promote a more
inclusive and engaging learning experience for
all students, regardless of their cognitive diver-
sity or abilities.

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THE CHARITABLE ACTIVITIES OF THE PUBLIC ORGANIZATIONS
OF HALYCHYNA (GALICIA) AS THE PREMISE OF THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE UKRAINIAN PRESCHOOL

Summary. In the article the role of the charitable organizations of Galicia in the establishment
and development of the Ukrainian preschools is defined. The author emphasizes that “Tovarystvo
Ruskyh Zhinok” (“The Society of Russian Women”), which was created at the end of the nineteenth
century and was later renamed as the “Sojuz Ukrainok” (“Union of Ukrainian Women ") contributed
in every way to the organization of the national system of the preschool education. Natalia Kobrynska
was the supporter of the women s movement and the initiator of the Union of Ukrainian Women.

According to the conviction of the leader of the women s movement, public women's associations
could be created by the organizers and the owners of the preschool educational institutions in
the conditions of the stateless existence of the nation. Being free from the direct influence of the official
Polish school authorities, they had to secure the national directives of the guardianship and educational
process in the institutions they had maintained.

The initiatives of the progressive Ukrainian women contributed to the establishment of the preschool
societies as organizations of different types of institutions for the smallest citizens. However, this
was preceded by the growing interest in the problems of children and childhood on the territory
of Europe in the 18" — at the beginning of the 19" centuries, which was caused by the socio-economic
and cultural-educational changes.

The first general meetings of the society “Ruska okhoronka” (“Russian Guard”) which was
convened on the first of February, 1901 in Lviv, was an important starting point in the history
of the Ukrainian preschools. For the achievement of the main goal of the society (the establishment
of the Ukrainian preschool institutions) many things were involved. the deposits of its members,
voluntary donations of the organizations and citizens, the profits from the mass events, such as lectures,
amateur performances, etc., which were planned to be held by “Ruska Okhoronka”. In the 1920s
and 1930s the society was turned from the charitable institution into the respectful educational factor
of the national cultural and educational life of the region.

The article highlights the charitable activities which were directed into the development
of the Ukrainian preschool institutions of the “Prosvita” (“Enlightenment”) and “Ridna Shkola”
(“Native School”) societies. Being well aware of the need in training the qualified pedagogical staff,
the members of the societies directed their effords into the preparation and publication of the textbooks,
instructional letters, study guides and children’s periodicals.

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PSYCHOSOCIAL SUPPORTING THE EMPLOYEES OF INSTITUTION
OF PRESCHOOL EDUCATION UNDER THE CONDITIONS OF MARTIAL LAW

Summary. The article reveals the main content of the activity of the head of a preschool educational
institution in terms of providing psychosocial support to employees under the conditions of martial
law. The relevance of the issue is determined by the fact that currently one of the main challenges for
the preschool education system of Ukraine, especially in the zone of active hostilities, in the front-
line and temporarily occupied territories, is the risk of losing the personnel potential of preschool
education institutions. Pedagogical employees of such institutions work mainly on a part-time basis
(with reduced wages), are on downtime, have suspended employment contract, or have terminated
employment relations with preschool institutions because of moving or changing the place of work.

It was determined that the safekeeping and management of the staff of the preschool education
institution to ensure its functioning during the crisis and subsequent withdrawal from the crisis is
one of the most urgent tasks of the anti-crisis management of the institution under the conditions
of martial law. The concept of crisis, anti-crisis management of an institution under martial law is
revealed.

The importance of providing psychosocial support to preschool education workers in the conditions
of martial law has been proved — as a system of actions to neutralize the negative impact of psycho-
traumatic factors on somatic and mental health, social life of a person and interpersonal relations in
the working team; ensuring the unlocking of the internal potential of the entire team of the institution
and each of its employees, assistance in restoring psychosocial well-being, developing a mechanism
for overcoming stress and increasing resistance to it.

Based on the analysis of theoretical sources and the study of the main and most effective means
of psychosocial supporting the employees of preschool educational institutions in the front-line
territories of Donetsk region under martial law, the primary tasks of the manager as for providing
psychological support for the employees of preschool institutions under martial law are determined.

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PECULIARITIES OF USING CASE-TECHNOLOGIES
IN THE INCLUSIVE EDUCATIONAL ENVIRONMENT PRIMARY SCHOOL

Summary. The article is devoted to the study of case technology as an innovative technology for
working with children of primary school age in an inclusive educational environment. In educational
work presents the theoretical aspect and practical recommendations for using case-technologies
of educational and cognitive function for children with special educational needs.

An analysis of the literature was carried out, which considers of using case-technology. Scientists
who research case-technology have been identified. The concept of case-technologies is considered,
the advantages and disadvantages of employment are allocated. The specifics of lesson structuring in
an inclusive class have been specified, taking into account the identified difficulties of students with
special needs education. An overview of educational case related to the development, implementation
and approvals of children with special educational needs is presented in primary school. After
analyzing the feasibility of using case technologies in the work of a primary school teacher. They
showed that their use can help the teacher to ensure that the lesson is rich, interesting, meaningful.
It was established that use of technologies makes itpossible to change their forms of activity, helps
to overcome communication barriers, build an educational process taking into account the physical
and mental characteristics of the children’s development, etc.

Considers the organization of the educational process in an inclusive educational environment.
A special place in the article is given to the analysis of case technologies in working of children with
special educational needs. The author comes to the conclusion that the case-technologies is an integral
part of innovation technologies. The prospects of introducing case-technology into the educational

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PECULIARITIES OF APPLYING THE PRINCIPLES OF UNIVERSAL DESIGN
FOR TEACHING ENGLISH FOR SPECIAL PURPOSES

Summary. The article is devoted to the study of the principles of Universal Design for Learning
and its application in English for special purposes. The papers of Ukrainian and foreign experts in
Universal Design and Universal Design for Learning were analyzed. The teaching of English for special
purposes based on the principles of Universal Design for Learning is considered. Universal Design
for Learning is defined as an approach based on the development of learning materials and activities
that allow students, who demonstrate differences in various cognitive and physical abilities to achieve
learning goals. the uniqueness of the Universal Design for Learning is determined. The main principles
of the application of Universal Design for Learning in English for special purposes are characterized
(the principle of providing various forms of information presentation; the principle of providing
several ways of activity and expression/self-expression; the principle of providing various forms
of engagement and the principle of providing several means of assessment). Examples of application
of the above principles for teaching English for special purposes are described. Recommendations
are provided for educators on how to apply each of the principles of Universal Design for Learning.
The difficulties in the implementation of the Universal Design for Learning approach for education
in higher education institutions in Ukraine are indicated. It was established that the ultimate goal
of UDL is to increase the level of autonomy of students, which resonates with the concept of lifelong
learning. As a result of the study, it is proven that the application of Universal Design for Learning
principles in teaching English for special purposes will contribute to effective learning not only for

students with diverse needs but for all other students in the academic group.

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THE CHALLENGES AND PROSPECTS OF IMPLEMENTING TRAUMA-SENSITIVE
TEACHING IN HIGHER EDUCATION INSTITUTIONS IN UKRAINE

Summary. The article conducts an analysis of domestic and foreign studies on the implementation
of trauma-sensitive teaching in higher education institutions. The research aims to identify key
aspects and principles of trauma-sensitive teaching and analyze their applicability in Ukrainian
higher education institutions. The concept of «trauma-sensitive teachingy is expanded in connection
with approaches aimed at reducing the traumatic impact of the educational process on both students
and educators. The principles of trauma-sensitive teaching in Ukrainian higher education institutions
are elucidated, with special attention given to the challenges of implementing trauma-sensitive teaching
in the context of temporarily displaced higher education institutions. The main aspects of the research
include the analysis of students’ traumatic experiences, the formation of resilience and stress
resistance during education in conditions of constant change and stressful situations. The study
includes an assessment of the prospects for implementing a trauma-sensitive approach in higher
education, an analysis of the advantages and limitations of implementing trauma-sensitive teaching
in the educational process, and a discussion of strategies and resources necessary for successful
implementation. An attempt is made to identify potential obstacles and ways to overcome them in
the implementation of trauma-sensitive teaching. The article provides examples of implementing
programs and courses to familiarize pedagogical and academic staff of higher education institutions
with the fundamentals of trauma-sensitive teaching. As an example of the implementation of such
programs in the context of war, the experience of the Pryazovsk State Technical University is proposed.

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ONLINE SERVICES IN THE WORK OF ATEACHER
OF MUSIC AND THEORETICAL DISCIPLINES

Summary. The article examines services that today are a necessary tool in the online work
of a music-theoretical teacher. Attention is focused on the menu of services, the peculiarities of their
work. A comparative analysis of the tools contained in the «Learning app» and « Wordwally platforms
was made. Educational exercises are offered, which should be useful to domestic teachers of music-
theoretical subjects. The use of services is described both during the entire lesson (online piano
keyboard) and at different stages of the lesson: when checking homework, explaining new material,
writing dictations, auditory analysis, quizzes, fixing new material, summarizing and reflecting.
The importance of receiving feedback from students and measuring their satisfaction on a five-point
scale is emphasized. The principle of action and the menu of combinatorial services «Spin the wheel»
and «Wheel of names» are described, which bring the effect of «unexpectedness» and «unpredictability»
to the lesson. A list of illustrative services has been made, which should supplement the educational
material with puzzles, gifs — illustrations, animations, etc. and contribute to the creation of a friendly
and comfortable atmosphere in the class. Emphasis is placed on the rationality of using organizing
programs that aim to help teachers make quality preparations for classes, presentations at master
classes, conferences, make a selection of their own work and save it on one platform, and also
have the opportunity to share the selection with other teachers or students. The expediency of using
the English language within the integrative course «Music Literacy and English Languagey, developed
by the author of the article, is substantiated. The principle of building Ukrainian- and English-
language associative tables of musical language elements is defined. The use of online translators is
proposed to facilitate the work of teachers with the interface and functionality of English-language

services.
